Since the Park’s inception in the early 1980’s
conservationists and interested citizens have
been partnering towards the preservation of
Chino Hills State Park (CHSP) and adjacent
parklands.  The Park’s rolling hills form the back-
bone of the globally significant 31-mile long
Puente-Chino Hills Wildlife Corridor.  

Nearly 13,000 acres of permanently protected
parklands within the Park, serves as a safe
haven to a unique array of plants and animals.
The Chino Hills State Park Interpretive
Association is diligently working to protect the
resources within the Park by helping visitors
understand that only careful stewardship will
help maintain this wonderful landscape.

Nestled between the four
urbanized counties of Los
Angeles, Orange, Riverside
and San Bernardino, CHSP
is a refuge for urban weary 
visitors.  Stands of oaks,
sycamores and walnuts offer
shaded areas for hikers,
horseback-riders, bicyclists,
picnickers and campers.
The recently built camp-
grounds are among the
newest in the state! 

Many visitors enjoy the chance to see hawks, an
ocassional snake, deer, coyote, bobcat and
lizard.  These wildlife use the native coastal sage
scrub, chaparral and woodlands to live out their
lives and share this area with us.
